“World Music Workshop at Shonai” (2014-2019)

In recent years, “community art,” or “art projects,” in which artists collaborate with
participants at art festivals and workshops, has been practiced more widely and actively.
Today, as with other art fields, the art of music is recognized not only as art that produces
an object of appreciation such as fine art and classical music, but art in which people
actively participate in performance and creative activities— the process of practice is
itself valuable. Such “community music” is gradually spreading thanks to local
government funding aimed at an inclusive society.

In this paper, I will discuss the five-year practice of the “World Music Workshop at
Shonai,” organized in 2014 by Toyonaka City. Composers, professional orchestra
members of Japan Century Symphony Orchestra, and teachers of Osaka College of Music
organize over 50 participants and attempt to perform new works by composer-facilitator
Nomura Makoto on stage every year, a rare occurrence in the world.

The strange stories in this book include fairy-tale-like stories about ghosts and monsters
and stories about practical problems including disaster, war and bullying.

This journal article reveals the motive behind each story and describes the
arrangement of them (how the stories are organized), as well. The uncanniness
surrounding a human being results from a combination of reality and unreality, and this

idea is demonstrated to the readers by Murakami’s arrangement of the seven stories.

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Reducing Students’ Feelings of Inadequacy and Increasing Their Confidence and
Motivation by Using ICT Equipment with Their Personal Smartphones During

The new national curriculum guidelines give weight to planning for more effective
Information and Communications Technology (ICT) application. As part of the teacher-
training course, there is a need for hands-on guidance to increase the students’ ability to
use ICT. However, looking at our students of teacher-training courses, one sees that a
large number of students are unskilled in the operation and practical application of ICT
equipment.

In this study, we tackle the issue of reducing students’ feelings of inadequacy and
increasing their confidence and motivation in using ICT equipment, and report on using
the students’ own smartphones for practical instruction to “create and publish teaching
presentations and mock lessons.”

Using survey results for the teaching presentations created by students and mock
lessons, we show the effectiveness of instruction using smartphones as low-threshold
ICT use for students.

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A Report of Achievement Through Studying for "Tomoyuki Torii
Piano Recital 2018":
On Playing Method and Musical Analysis in Relation to Performance

This paper reports on the research outcome from preparing for "Tomoyuki Torii Piano
Recital 2018" that was funded by an Osaka College of Music research grant. Specifically,
the paper discusses piano performance focusing on technical and interpretive aspects.

First, the paper discusses an efficient and effective playing method for the piano that
produces musical performance. Though there exist diverse perspectives for piano
playing methods, they share the same goal: to produce musical and expressive
performance. The author's personal view toward method constructed through the
preparation for the recital as well as long-term research and teaching is presented.

Second, the relationship between musical analysis and performance is discussed.
Needless to say, it is essential to analyze music in preparing for a performance.
However, not every pianist can apply the analysis to actual performance. This paper
illustrates a concrete example of application of analysis by using the first movement of
Beethoven's third piano sonata.
